I appreciate DEP opening a comment period on NedPower’s storm water permit filing. 

However, I believe that NedPower has illegally divided its project into segments to avoid public scrutiny, and I understand that NedPower has not fulfilled all the conditions of its certificate from the Public Service Commission, which makes the application incomplete. The DEP should not proceed with a comment period until all documents related to the entire NedPower industrial wind project are available to the public. The DEP should not evaluate this project until the conditions of the PSC Order have been met.

I understand that NedPower has begun construction of this project. The DEP should tell the company to stop this activity.

The NedPower project will not only create storm water problems, but will lead to bird and bat deaths, human health problems, the loss of scenic viewsheds and negative effects on property values. This project requires your deepest scrutiny.

For these reasons, I am asking the DEP to require NedPower to submit its full proposal to the DEP, and OPEN A NEW COMMENT PERIOD BASED ON A NEW APPLICATION FROM NEDPOWER DESCRIBING THE ENTIRE PROJECT.

Once the full proposal is submitted, public hearings should be held in Charleston, WV.
